The new EBS Delivery Framework states that
regional and local parinerships are a critcal component of the proposed framework,
because it is at these levels that landscape-scale delivery can be achieved and that
parinerships should agree defvery pricrities, aimng to enhance biodiversity at a
landscape scas and increase the resilience of habdats. sites and ecosystemns taking
account of the regional 'wision' maps. The document also states that statutony
agencies and other consenvations crgansations wl work more closety with them
{i.e. regicnal and local parinership) to enhance biodiversity using al available
delwery mechanisms.
